Going to Kindergarten is an exciting experience for young children. The        
environment is specifically structured to encourage learning through play.  
Structured play activities, enable children to learn and acquire the foundation 
skills for literacy, numeracy, physical and emotional/social development.

ATTENDANCE 
Regular attendance in Kindergarten is vital to support your childôs learning and 
development. Irregular attendance hinders your child settling in, making friends 
and from benefiting fully from the sequential program offered. Children attend 
two (2) full days and one (1) half day. 
 
Please collect your child promptly at the conclusion of their session. There is 
nothing more unsettling to the young child than to be in doubt of their parentôs 
return.  In the morning whilst waiting, please ensure that children and toddlers 
do not play on the outdoor equipment for their own safety. Outdoor equipment 
is purposefully set out for sessions, disruptions to sessions can be minimised 
by equipment being left in place. 
 
If you intend for someone other than you to pick your child up from Kindergar-
ten a written confirmation or personal phone call is essential.  School personnel     
cannot release children into the care of another adult without permission. This 
also applies if your child is attending Day Care for a particular day and being 
picked up by Day Care Employees.

�x�� Regularly display and discuss your childôs work at home 

 
�x�� Talk to your child about their day at Kindergarten 

 
�x�� Read regularly to your child 

 
 
Encourage independence. At Kindergarten every opportunity is given to the 
child to be responsible for their own possessions and those precious things 
they create. Every situation is regarded as an opportunity for the child to learn 
by experience - their own experience. Please do not do for the child what 
they can do for themselves, e.g. carrying their own bag, putting their bag on 
the hook, putting fruit into the crunch n sip box etc.
